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Holy Vessels 
 

“If you only look at us, you might well miss the brightness. We carry this precious Message around in the una-

dorned clay pots of our ordinary lives.” 2 Corinthians 4:7, The Message 

I am so excited to enter the Lenten Season sharing the experience with six other congregations in the 

area.  This history of Faith reveals that this tradition begins around the time our congregation began.   Ironical-

ly, Ash Wednesday begins on Valentine’s Day, February 14, while Easter falls on April Fool’s Day, April 1.  

Someone in one of my text studies said, “We ought to have a Lenten theme of “Loving Fools!”  That’s imagi-

native, but the area pastors have arrived at a theme that will touch every human being.  It begins with an East-

ern Orthodox understanding of “penance” as a process of healing what has been hurt.  The journey to Easter is 

learning to live “the Easter life” – living as if death has no hold on us!   

 

This is the synopsis from the Worship Design Studio*: Each of us is created as a precious vessel of 

God’s love.  At our most innate, inner core, we are created as God’s vessels of loving energy. Along the way, 

each of us have experienced hurt in some way, bringing a sense of brokenness.  To move toward healing is to 

offer the gift of love and wholeness (or wholi-ness). As we begin to see each person as a Holy Vessel, we come 

to desire that wholeness for all of creation.   

 

Our worship centers will include fragile and broken pieces of clay, cracked pottery with light and water 

flowing inside.  Beautiful glass containers and images of broken glass or tumbled beach glass will highlight 

visually a message of healing out of brokenness.     

 

Ash Wednesday begins at Faith where we will first acknowledge the brokenness that exists within each 

of us:  vessels shattered (Mindful of our Cracked-Pots). Perhaps you are feeling consumed by the broken reali-

ties of life right now. Perhaps God is calling you toward self-reflection if you are not. We will continue our 

journey through the season by acknowledging the holes, chips and cracks that tend to keep us from being the 

full holy vessels God calls us to be. And We will continually embrace the good news as we go--God’s power-

ful presence brings us hope, grace and mercy through it all. 

 

In order for us to become more filled with God’s loving energy, peace, and hope, we pause to empty 

ourselves of the destructive junk that clogs our vessels.   Thank God for a season that invites us and prods us 

into such a journey. May you be emptied; may you be filled. May you become God’s loving energy in the 

midst of it. 

 

The larger the cracks in your pot, the greater God’s light may shine forth!
